What Are the CC
Maintenance Fees

Used For?

I think all of
us enjoy the
very low mainte-
nance fee that
C i m a r r o n
Country residents
pay each year.  Some
residents have wondered what
their money is used for since
Cimarron Country doesn't
have common area properties
like a club house, a swimming
pool or tennis courts. I won-
dered the same thing myself
but now that I am acting as
Treasurer for the POA, I can
tell you the answer!

You are paying for the elec-
tricity for our street lights,
the water for the flower beds
at our brick entrance signs,
the mowing of part of
Cimarron Way, extra law
enforcement patrol, insur-
ance, any legal expenses,
accounting services, a storage
space for POA records and
property, the costs of printing
and sending out various com-
munity mailers, etc. Each little
cost isn't much, but when
added up, equals all of the
money brought in each year
through maintenance fees.
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Security Sense

Your POA and its BOD believe
in pro-active policing. This
means that steps are taken
BEFORE crime becomes a
problem. 

Another term for this is
neighborhood policing. Like a
"beat cop", the patrolling offi-
cers get to know the people in
a community - who lives where,
what type of cars they drive,
and when they are usually
home.

In this time of change in the
FM1488 area, with a country
area quickly becoming subur-
ban, the best deterrents to
the crime that follows eco-
nomic and population growth
are 1) residents using common
sense by locking doors, closing
garages and not leaving valu-
ables out to be seen and 2)  a
visible law enforcement pres-
ence. 

Crime is usually a situation of
random opportunity and if CC
has a visible police presence,

criminals are
more than

likely to
c h o o s e
s o m e
o t h e r
a r e a .

B e s i d e s
p a t r o l l i n g
the neigh-

borhood, our

extra patrols try to be visible
at the one entrance to CC to
discourage criminal scouting.
Of course, there are no
absolutes, but actions such as
these have been proven in
many other communities to
deter crime. 

Often there is confusion
about which law enforcement
agency a resident should call
when a problem arises and
questions are asked as to why
the system works like it does.

The various Montgomery
County law enforcement agen-
cies work together and use
ONE dispatch system.
Because the agencies in
Montgomery County are still
very small personnel-wise (and
Montgomery County's area is
huge!), how calls are handled
has been informally divided
between the agencies so the
entire county area can be
served in a reasonable amount
of time.  

A sheriff will come after you
call, handle the situation
appropriately and write a
police report if needed. Be
sure and get the report num-
ber from him.

AFTER the sheriff has writ-
ten the report and you have
its number, email the Board of
Directors at bod@cimar-
roncountrypoa.org with the
details of the situation. 

Just for clarification: The law
enforcement officers of
Montgomery County- the con-
stables, the sheriffs, and the
Magnolia city police,
-can arrest, jail,
give tickets,
etc., BUT,
our local
a g e n c i e s
have infor-
mally divided
responsibilities
depending on the sit-
uation to better serve all com-
munities.  This is why you call
the sheriff first.

Security Summary:
-- Riding 4-wheelers on the

public roads and easements
is still a problem

-- Trespassers have been seen
on the private Sendera
Lakes Estates' reserve
lots

-- There was a break-in of a
pickup in a resident's
driveway in the 8000 block
of Deer Lodge in which a
briefcase containing much
needed business informa-
tion was stolen.

As you know, CC's current
Board of Directors has two
positions that are being tem-
porarily filled until the May
2007 election: Treasurer and
Director.

The Board
encourages
all resi-

dents to
consider
running

for one of
these positions.

You must be a POA mem-
ber in good standing in order
to run or to be elected.

The role of Treasurer is one
which takes organizational and
attention-to-detail skills. A
person does not have to have
formal financial training to
fulfill the responsibilities of
this position. Expect to spend
about three-five hours a week
(going to post office, writing
checks, communicating via
phone calls and emails with CC
residents, the accountant,
title companies, the ACC com-
mittee, researching liens and
property information, writing
various correspondence, etc.).
During the 'busy" time of the
year when maintenance fees
are being paid, a greater
amount of time will be needed. 

The role of Director is a gen-
eral position. This person does
many of the miscellaneous fol-
low-up research and projects
that come out of the BOD
meetings. He/she also does
the deed restriction "obser-
vation rides" at least once a
month and keeps the data cur-
rent. The person fulfilling the
Director position must be
fully knowledgeable of CC
deed restriction standards.
The Director also acts as the
liaison between the ACC and
the Board.  

In that the POA Board works
as a team, all positions require
extra time to complete vari-
ous miscellaneous activities,
activities not necessarily a
part of their "official" posi-
tion, but which need to be
done due to community
requests. All Board members
attend the regularly sched-
uled board meetings every
other month. These meetings
last approximately three
hours and the members take
turns having these meetings in
their private homes.

islative sessions.  Despite the
staunch support of
Representative Rob Eissler the
bills have been unsuccessful in
protecting FM 1488. FM 2978
was protected because Senator
Williams carried a bill last ses-
sion and it passed.  However, FM
1488 was left out because our
Senator Staples wouldn't carry
or support the bill. Our newly
elected senator, Robert Nichols
seems willing to support our
efforts for signage legislation.
He was a TXDoT commissioner
and knows how expensive the
"litter on a stick" signs are to
pick up or, in the case of bill-
boards, to acquire right-of-way
for road widening (as was a
problem for FM 1488 widening).
To be sure we get Senator
Nichols' support, it is important
that we provide him with phone
calls and letters asking him to
support signage legislation.  He
can be reached at:

Proposed Baseball Fields: The
East 1488 CA has long been
aware of rumors regarding con-
struction of baseball fields in
Sendera Farms subdivision.  The
rumored site was the former
Dreamcatcher Farms property
located east of Cimarron Way
and south of Deer Lodge,
directly adjoining Cimarron
Country. We recently learned
that the new owner approached
Sendera Farms property owners
last year asking them to modify
their deed restrictions to allow
construction of three baseball
fields on the property. They
refused. He is the proprietor of
a youth baseball instructional
business and they believed that
the fields would be used for
commercial purposes. Despite
their refusal, the new owner
decided to proceed, removing
trees and moving soil on the
property in late November.  In
response, one resident of
Sendera Farms retained an
attorney, filed a lawsuit in
District Court and obtained a
temporary restraining order
that halted the project.  He also
alerted the East 1488 CA and
Directors of neighboring POAs
including Cimarron Country.
Informational meetings and
strategy sessions were held.  A
court-ordered arbitration in

early January was unsuccessful
and a hearing to extend the
restraining order was tentative-
ly set for January 18 in District
Court.  Prior to that hearing, the
two parties, through their
attorneys, reached a settlement
in which the plans for the base-
ball fields were significantly
scaled back to encompass a sin-
gle field for the sole use of the
owner's "family and invited
guests" with ironclad prohibi-
tions against commercial use.
The settlement agreement offi-
cially terminated the aforemen-
tioned lawsuit.  Nevertheless,
the East 1488 CA will continue
to work proactively with county
officials as well as residents of
Sendera Farms and the POAs of
Cimarron Country and Sendera
Lakes Estates to ensure compli-
ance with the settlement.
Specifics of the settlement are
available.  Anyone with questions
or concerns should feel free to
contact me or a POA Director.

Billboards and Bandit Signs:
The East 1488 CA is working
with our state representatives
and an organization known as
Scenic Texas to preserve the
visual environment in our region.
This includes efforts to stop
the proliferation of unsightly
signage along FM1488, wistfully
named the Magnolia Parkway
(many of us remember a time
when that name was appropri-
ate).  Bills addressing bandit
signs and billboards have been
introduced in the last few leg-

No Trespassing on
Wetland Reserve

Next to CC

Did you know that the unde-
veloped land close to the
southwest corner of Cimarron
Way and Deer Lodge is a wet-
land reserve and is extremely
environmentally sensitive?

On the plat of this area, this
reserve is designated as
reserve lot F and reserve lot
G.  The southern boundary for
reserve lot G lies along
Sendera Way.  Reserve lot F
is bounded on the north by
Sendera Way while the south-
ern boundary lies close to
Lake Sendera. 

Both lots are owned by
Sendera Lakes Estates, one of
our neighboring communities,
and are their private proper-
ty. The reserve itself is
under the strict jurisdiction
of the Corps of Engineers.
This land is to remain totally
natural and protected.  Not a
twig or a clot of dirt is to be
disturbed!

It is a serious offense to
trespass on this protected
land either by walking, riding a
horse or being on a motorized
vehicle. Please let your kids
know so that they do not
unknowingly break the law
(and don't you take your walks
down that little path that
goes into it!)
