Three Year Plan Procedure
For Subdivisions with 100 Homes

The process begins with incorporation of the area within the 3-year annexation
plan. Annexation may not occur prior to the third anniversary of the date the area
is incorporated in the plan. The annexation must be completed within thirty days
of the third anniversary date.” Notice of the annexation plan must be posted and
maintained on the City’s Internet website.

Before the 90" day after inclusion of an area in the 3-year plan, provide written
notice of the action to:

e each property owner in the area®
 each public or private entity that provides services in the area®
e each railroad company with right-of-way within the area

Not later than 90 days after the notice each public and private entity must
provide information on facilities and services provided by the entity in the area.

Not later than 60 days after receipt of information from all service providers
the City must prepare an inventory of the facilities and services and make the
inventory available for public inspection.*

Not later than the date of the first public hearing the City shall complete a
proposed service plan and make it available for public inspection.®

The City Council shall conduct two public hearings on the proposed annexation,
such hearings to occur not later than 90 days following the date the inventory
is made available for public inspection. At least one public hearing must be
held in the area to be annexed if protests are received from 20 or more adult
permanent residents.®
